Independently of Bryson Burke Diamond Corporation,
MacFadyen began searching for kimberlite and
ecologic anomalies that he believed followed the deep-
seated fractures that transverse across West QuJbec
into Northeastern Ontario.  Ten years ago he used the
same techniques to locate the Spider discovery (Spider
Resources - Globe & Mail 12,03,2002) west of James
Bay near Attawapiskat - where today DeBeers is
considering whether the Victor Pipe may become
Ontario’s first diamond mine.  Spider’s web-like pattern
of deep-seated faults has proven to be an ancient
indicator of potential pathways for kimberltie/lamporite
intrusives.

The Bryson Burke diamond claims in West Quebec are
at the apex of an ancient deep seated north-south fault
and a more recent west-northwest, east-southeast
fault.  Complicating the geology further is the presence
of un-deformed intrusive mafic rocks with known
magnetic reversals.  Donald MacFadyen proved the
relationship of the intrusives to magnetic reversals
completely independently of Bryson Burke’s
geologists.

Mr. MacFadyen is a pioneer in the use of airborne
magnetics, first during the war to locate German
submarines, and then afterwards to locate mineral
deposits.  He is a decorated Second World War hero
having been awarded the DSO, twice,  and the DFC by
King George VI.  

Condor Diamond Corporation, under the direction of
Mr. MacFadyen, has commenced staking ground
around the Bryson Burke discovery.
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
